PARTY TIGER (B. Sweeney) - rider reported the gelding resented the track surface and kick-back
in today’s event. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.

TICKLE ME ERNIE (K. Bishop) - inclined to lay in, in the straight.

LASANTA (C. Lions) - raced wide without cover throughout the event. Hung out rounding the
home turn.

RACE 2: GERALD SCHLINK MEMORIAL / GREENFIELDS MERINO STUD / SABOIS MAIDEN
PLATE - 1200 metres

BURNING HARD (E. Annells) - Difficult to load. Trainer Ms A. Harder was advised a warning had
been placed on the gelding. Raced greenly in the early stages of the event. Rider reported the
gelding had no early speed and hung out for the first 600 metres of the event before finishing
satisfactorily.

AMERICAIN SAPHIRE (K. Bishop) - in the vicinity of the 100 metres shifted to the outside of LOVE
ME HARDER, which was laying in.

LOVE ME HARDER (M. Collett) - laid in, in the straight.

RACE 3: LOCK HOTEL MOTEL BENCHMARK 70 HANDICAP - 1200 metres

MY LESSON (E. Annells) - raced keenly in the early stages of the event.

HOW JAMMY'S THAT (K. Bishop) - slow into stride. Rider reported the gelding resented the kick-
back in today’s event.

TYCOON FLUTTER (NZ) (E. Annells) - brushed with LOUIS’ CHOICE on jumping away.
TURFONIC (M. Collett) - in the vicinity of the 600 metres was taken wider by SAINT VALENTINE.
SAINT VALENTINE (G. Lo) - in the vicinity of the 600 metres hung out taking TURFONIC wider.

CHOUX BACQUAT (N2) (K. Bishop) - raced wide without cover throughout the event.
