RACE 1: ROADSIDE SERVICES AND SOLUTIONS HANDICAP - 2500 Metres 
 
The start of this race was delayed by one minute to avoid an interstate event. 
 
DARVIN (IRE) (P. Gatt) – raced keenly in the middle stages of the event. 
 
MUNTHAM MISSILE (D. Tourneur) – raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event. Laid 
out under pressure in the straight taking REFELCT THE STARS wider on the track. 
 
REFLECT THE STARS (T. Pannell) – inconvenienced from the entrance to the straight until inside 
the 200 metres, when taken wider by MUNTHAM MISSILE. 
 
ABERLADY (B. Vorster) – a late scratching by order of Stewards at 12.10 pm on veterinary advice. 
Trainer Mr A Homann was advised a Veterinary Certificate of Fitness would be required prior to 
future trial or race. 
 
 
RACE 2: PFD FOOD SERVICES HANDICAP - 1050 Metres 
 
The start of this race was delayed by two minute to avoid an interstate event. 
 
MUM'S MY HERO (T. Voorham) – had difficulty obtaining clear ground at the entrance to the 
straight and approaching the 200 metres shifted in, in an attempt to improve and in doing so, 
shifted in onto HONEY GO LIGHTLY, which was forced to steady. Rider was severely reprimanded 
under AR131(a) for careless riding. A post-race veterinary examination revealed abrasions to near 
hind fetlock. 

LITTLE RICH BOY (J. Maund) - raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event. 
 
HONEY GO LIGHTLY (B. Price) – near the 200 metres had to be steadied for a number of strides 
and was forced to race in restricted room, until near the 100 metres, when MUM’S MY HERO shifted 
in. 
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RACE 3: MARK NALEY TRIBUTE HANDICAP - 1200 Metres 
 
The start of this race was delayed approximately one minute. 
 
KNIGHTSTOWN (R. Hurdle) - laid in under pressure in the straight. Rider was reminded of his 
obligations under AR131(b) in riding his horse out to the end of the race. 
 
EAGLE HAWK STAR (P. Gatt) - laid in under pressure in the straight. 
 
GARRIRE (S. Metcalfe) - raced keenly in the early stages of the event. Laid in under pressure 
throughout the event. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 

MANHATTEN TIMES (J. Holder) – laid in under pressure in the straight. 
 
SOOBMERGED (D. Tourneur) – fractious in its barrier after being loaded, got its leg up and was 
backed out. Underwent a pre-race veterinary examination and passed fit to race. Trainer Mrs B. 
O’Loughlin was advised that a warning had been placed on the gelding. Raced keenly in the early 
stages of the event.  
 
MISS DANIEL (J. Toeroek) - rider was reminded of his obligations under AR131(b) in riding his 
horse out to the end of the race. 
   
STARSONGARI (B. Vorster) – slow to begin. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no 
visible abnormalities. 

 
 
RACE 4: BRADLEY TRADE SERVICES HANDICAP - 1600 Metres 
 
MOSCOW RED (NZ) (S. Logan) – jumped away awkwardly. Raced keenly in the early and middle 
stages of the event. 
 
CROWN MINT (B. Price) - jumped away awkwardly. Raced keenly and wide without cover 
throughout the event, 
 
CELESTIAL ILLUSION (G. Lo) - jumped away awkwardly. 
 
LADY HIGHLY (T. Pannell) – inclined to lay in under pressure in the straight. 
 
  
 
RACE 5: ADI SECRIEAN LAST STAND MAIDEN PLATE - 1200 Metres 
 
The start of this event was delayed approximately three minutes. 
 
EARL OF SANDWICH (J. Toeroek) - raced wide without cover throughout the event.  A post-
race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 

NEVDEAN (S. Logan) – jumped away awkwardly.  
 
SEA OF SECRETS (T. Pannell) – slow to begin. 
 
SO COMMANDING (P. Gatt) – rider reported the rig was inclined to hang out throughout the event. 
 
CLASSIC HOLLY (M. Aitken) - Trainer, Mr S. Burford advised that a warning had been placed on 
the mare for being difficult to load. Slow to begin. 
 
COURAGEOUS HEARTS (J. Holder) - raced wide without cover throughout the event. Laid in 
under pressure in the straight and proved difficult to ride out to the finish. 
 
TAVIKAT (NZ) (C. Murray) – shifted in, in the vicinity of the 700 metres onto WHEELS OF 
COURAGE, which was forced to race in restricted room until inside the 600 metres. Rider severely 
reprimanded under AR131(a) and advised in future to ensure he was sufficiently clear prior to 
shifting ground. Inclined to shift about under pressure in the straight. 
 
TUPOLEU (O. Ridge) - raced fiercely in the early and middle stages of the event. A post-race 
veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 



 
  

 

WHEELS OF COURAGE (R. Hurdle) – raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event and 
from the vicinity of the 700 metres was forced to race in restricted room until inside the 600 
metres when awkwardly placed inside the heels of TAVIKAT (NZ), which shifted in.  A post-race 
veterinary examination revealed a laceration behind the off fore carpus. First aid administered. 
 
YOWZA (J. Potter) – laid out rounding the home turn. 
 
 

RACE 6: TINDALL GASK BENTLEY LAWYERS HANDICAP - 1800 Metres 
 
STAR STATUS (J. Holder) - jumped away awkwardly. Laid in, in the early part of the straight. 
 
CONFUSION (P. Gatt) – inconvenienced near the 1100 metres when taken wider by SKY HERO. 
 
JACK’S A CRACKER (R. Hurdle) – rider reported the gelding was inclined to lay out over the 
concluding 500 metres. 

KORODON (NZ) (J. Toeroek) – slow to begin. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no 
visible abnormalities. 

SKY HERO (K. Crowther) - raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event. Made the turn 
in the vicinity of the 1100 metres awkwardly and shifted out taking CONFUSION wider on the track. 
A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 

LITTLEBITFUNNY (B. Price) – laid out in the straight. 
 

RACE 7: MORPHETT ARMS HANDICAP - 1050 Metres 
 
ANOTHER AWARD (T. Voorham) – inconvenienced when contacted on jumping away. 
 
SILVER MELODY (K. Crowther) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities. 

MAGIC PHANTOM (S. Logan) - jumped away awkwardly and shifted in contacting ANOTHER 
AWARD. Laid out rounding the home turn. 
 
HOWL (P. Gatt) – near the 200 metres was momentarily held up when it became awkwardly 
placed on the heels of LOHN RANGER for a short distance. 
 
OLD TME ROCK (G. Lo) - jumped away awkwardly.  
 
MAIDEN GRACE (J. Maund) - Stewards permitted J. Maund to ride the filly 0.5 kg over its declared 
weight of 54kg. 

 
 
RACE 8: TAB SUPPORTS THE NJT HANDICAP - 1200 Metres 
 
HANKSTAR (S. Metcalfe) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 

EXTRA MILE (J. Toeroek) – laid in under pressure in the straight. 
 
ADORADANCER (J. Potter) – dipped on jumping away. 
 
AIGUILETTE (J. Eaton) – raced in restricted room for a short distance near the 200 metres when 
awkwardly placed on the heels of TONY NICCONI and was obliged to alter course to obtain clear 
ground.  
 
LOMBARDO (K. Crowther) - raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event. 
 
HEARTY LASS (C. Murray) - jumped away awkwardly. Raced keenly in the early and middle stages 
of the event. 
 
 VIEIRA (E. Finnegan) – hung in, in the straight. 
 



 
  

 

RACE 9: HAPPY 40TH MARK BOLTO HANDICAP - 1200 Metres 
 
MR WHITACRE (K. Zechner) – shifted out on jumping away onto POINT BLAZE.  Raced keenly in 
the early and middle stages of the event. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities. 

HOT IN PARIS (G. Lo) - raced wide without cover throughout the event. 
 
JONQUEST (J. Holder) – shifted in on jumping away onto CALYPSO STORM. 
  
GINNY ANN (D. Tourneur) – underwent a pre-race veterinary examination on arrival on course 
and revealed swelling to its off foreleg and both hind legs. A late scratching at 2.52 pm by order 
of Stewards on veterinary advice.  

PIVOTAL FORCE (B. Vorster) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities. 

 
POINT BLAZE (K. Crowther) – taken out on jumping away onto CALYPSO STORM. 
 
OUTPOST (T. Voorham) - slow to begin. Laid out under pressure in the straight. 
 
TWICE FORGOTTEN (S. Metcalfe) - jumped away awkwardly.  
 
CALYPSO STORM (J. Maund) - Stewards permitted J. Maund to ride the filly 0.5 kg over its 
declared weight of 54kg. Hampered and lost its position on jumping away, when tightened onto 
JONQUEST and POINT BLAZE. In this incident J. Maund lost the use of his off side iron until the 
vicinity of the 1100 metres. 
 
SPIRITED MATCH (S. Logan) - raced wide without cover throughout the event. Near the 300 
metres had to momentarily steady when tightened onto PIVOTAL FORCE by TWICE 
FORGOTTEN, which shifted out slightly.
