TRACK: Soft 6 (Moist but not a badly affected track)
Downgraded to a Soft 7 @ 1.27 pm retrospective to Race 1
(Rain affected track that will chop out)
Downgraded to a Heavy 8 @ 2. 39 pm retrospective to Race 3
(Rain affected track that the horses will get into)

RAIL: True.

WEATHER: Showery

RACE 1. EMMETTS BENCHMARK 58 HANDICAP - 2150 Metres

SASUN (B. Price) - lost its near fore plate during the event.
DISCO REBEL (G. Lo) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.

SOSTENIDO (NZ) (E. Annells) - underwent a pre-race veterinary examination and passed fit to
race. In the vicinity of the 150 metres dipped for no apparent reason.

RACE 2: EQUINE ADVANCEMENT BENCHMARK 62 HANDICAP - 1050 Metres

TOORAK WARRIOR (C. Jones) - on jumping away contacted SUMMER SHOW, which shifted out.

GRINZINGER STRASSE (NZ) (E. Finnegan) - raced wide without cover throughout the event. A
post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.

LA PETITE ROUSSE (E. Annells) - inside the 900 metres, when over-racing, was obliged to be
steadied and restrained as ATTACK THE PIN shifted in.

ATTACK THE PIN (B. Price) - inside the 900 metres shifted in onto LA PETITE ROUSSE, which
was over racing and was obliged to be steadied. Rider was reprimanded under AR131(a) and
advised to take greater care in future.

SUMMER SHOW (S. So) - jumped away awkwardly, shifted out and contacted TOORAK
WARRIOR.
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RACE 3: XMAS PARTY AT THE OAKBANK RACES - WED 22ND DEC MAIDEN PLATE -1400
Metres

PAINTED ON (J. Eaton) - in the vicinity of the 200 metres raced in restricted room for a short
distance between ANGRY ANT and VONDEXTER and was obliged to shift out to obtain clear
running.

MAGICAL RIDE (J. Holder) - at the entrance to the straight bumped with THE MARKLE SPARKLE
on a number of occasions as that mare attempted to shift out.

MARDENE (T. Voorham) - approaching the 200 metres shifted in abruptly onto TRUE AIM, which
was taken in.

THE MARKLE SPARKLE (K. Zechner) - at the entrance to the straight attempted to shift out and
bumped MAGICAL RIDE on a number of occasions.

TRUE AIM (A. Chung) - approaching the 200 metres was taken in by MARDENE, which shifted in
abruptly. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.

RACE 4: ECYCLE SOLUTIONS BENCHMARK 52 HANDICAP - 1900 Metres

MR EPIC (B. Price) - approaching the 1000 metres was inconvenienced and shifted out to avoid
an inside running rail, which had fallen down.

MAORI MAGIC (NZ) (A. Chung) -Trainer, Ms P. Trenwith made a submission to Stewards that the
gelding be scratched due to the track downgrade. Stewards acceded to this request and declared
MAORI MAGIC a late scratching at 2.40 pm.

CHONCAPE (C. Jones) - approaching the 100 metres shifted out abruptly.

PLYMPTON (A. Livesey) - held up for clear running from the 400 metres until approaching the
100 metres when racing between CHONCAPE and MR EPIC.

ARISTOCAT (S. Metcalfe) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.

RACE 5: ADELAIDE HILLS FARM SERVICES BENCHMARK 50 HANDICAP - 1100 Metres

FRENCH ROCK (B. Price) - approaching the 400 metres laid out and became awkwardly placed
on the heels of DOUG’S JOURNEY for a short distance. In the vicinity of the 150 metres was held
up for a short distance inside GRAVITY.

DOUG'S JOURNEY (D. Caboche) - approaching the 400 metres laid in onto FRENCH ROCK. A
post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.

KITTY DAMOUR (C. Jones) - jumped away awkwardly, shifted in taking ROCKATANSKY in. Held
up for clear running from the entrance to the straight until the 200 metres and was obliged to
shift out to obtain clear running. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible
abnormalities.

ROCKATANSKY (A. Jordsjo) - on jumping away was inconvenienced when taken in by KITTY
DAMOUR onto HURRICANE SONNY. Laid in under pressure in the straight. Inside the 100 metres
became awkwardly placed on the heels of SARAH’S JULE, which was weakening and was
obliged to shift out to obtain clear running. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no
visible abnormalities.

EQUICHUNK (M. Aitken) - jumped away awkwardly.

GRAVITY (P. Gatt) - approaching the 100 metres rolled out.
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RACE 6: KLOSE'S SUPERMARKETS BENCHMARK 56 HANDICAP - 1100 Metres

The start of this event was delayed approximately one minute.

MUMBLES (E. Annells) - Trainer Mr G. Young made a submission to Stewards that the gelding be
scratched due to the track downgrade. Stewards acceded to this request and declared MUMBLES
a late scratching at 2.41 pm.

SIR JOHNSON (E. Wong) - approaching the finish raced in restricted room between SHE’S
ESTELLE and LOFTY TYCOON, which shifted out.

LOFTY TYCOON (S. Cahill) - from near the 150 metres shifted out until the finish.
SHE'S ESTELLE (J. Holder) - laid out rounding the home turn.

LUCKY DOG (A. Jordsjo) - had difficulty obtaining clear ground from the entrance to the straight
until near the 200 metres.

ANAMNESIS (S. So) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.

RACE 7: SUGAR FINANCIAL SERVICES BENCHMARK 54 HANDICAP - 1400 Metres

IMPULSE DIAVOLO (E. Boyd) - Trainer, Mr S. Tootell, made a submission to Stewards that the
gelding be scratched due to the track downgrade. Stewards acceded to this request and declared
IMPULSE DIAVOLO a late scratching at 2.44 pm.

CANIDAE (S. Logan) - rider reported the gelding did not handle today’s tack conditions.
APPLIED (J. Holder) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.

AMERIWIN (K. Zechner) - on jumping away lost its position when tightened between THE
OLYMPIAN and LORD ROSENTHAL, which shifted out.

YOUNG LARS (A. Jordsjo) - slow to begin.

HAHNDORF (D. Tourneur) - lost its near fore plate during the event.

THE OLYMPIAN (D. Caboche) - raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event. Rider
explained the gelding was slightly slow to begin and therefore attempted to gain cover given the

early formation of the field..

LORD ROSENTHAL (E. Wong) - jumped away awkwardly, shifted out onto AMERIWIN, which lost
its position.
