4 TWO HANDS E. Annells  Emergency - notified

RACE 1:  PB & KG GASKELL CONTRACTORS THREE-YEAR-OLD BENCHMARK 58 HANDICAP – 

1000 Metres 

 

The start of this event was delayed approximately two minutes.  

 

VALAROC (K. Crowther) – on jumping away bumped with ZYCLONIC, which shifted out.  

 

MR MAVAHEEDY (B. Price) – jumped away awkwardly and shifted in.  

 

BELUGA BLAZE (E. Boyd) – difficult to load, became unruly, broke free from the barrier attendant 

and made heavy contact with a perimeter fence. Was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon 

who ruled the gelding unfit to start. Acting on this advice Stewards withdrew BELUGA BLAZE at 

12.57 pm. Trainer, Mr S. Drewitt, was advised that the gelding was now required to prove tractable 

in an Official Barrier Trial or Approval to Race jump-out prior to a future race start.  

 

BLOOMIN' JOHNNEY (S. Metcalfe) – jumped away awkwardly and shifted in. At the entrance to 

the straight rolled out and bumped ZYCLONIC.  

 

BROHARE (A. Jordsjo) – marginally slow to begin, failed to maintain contact with the field and in 

the vicinity of the 300 metres broke down and as a result A. Jordsjo was dislodged. Rider 

explained that the filly jumped average, but despite her urgings in the early stages of the event 

commenced to weaken. She added that near the 300 metres the filly broke down behind. 

BROHARE was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported that the filly had 

fractured its off hind leg and was humanely euthanased. A. Jordsjo was examined by the First 

Care Medical personnel and passed fit to fulfil her remaining engagements.  

 

ZYCLONIC (C. Lions) – on jumping away shifted out and bumped VALAROC. At the entrance to 

the straight bumped with BLOOMIN’ JOHNNEY, which rolled out. Laid in under pressure in the 

early part of the straight.  

 

Correct weight for this event was delayed to allow trainer of the third placed horse, ZYCLONIC, 

Mr D. Carrison, to view the vision in the straight.  
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RACE 2: SA THOROUGHBRED BREEDERS ENTIRES AND GELDINGS BENCHMARK 62 

HANDICAP - 1000 Metres 

 

The start of this event was delayed approximately six minutes.  

 

MESSERSCHMITT (A. Chung) – slow to begin. Approaching the finish rolled in marginally onto 

KINGSON, which had to be steadied.  

 

TANNER (K. Crowther) – in the vicinity of the 150 metres rolled out onto ARTFUL AMIBITION, 

which was obliged to be momentarily steadied. Rider was reprimanded under AR131(a) and 

advised to take greater care in future.  

 

RED DYNAMO (NZ) (S. Logan) – underwent a pre-race veterinary examination on arrival on course 

as it had not raced since September 2020 and was passed fit to start. Shortly after the start shifted 

in. Near the 400 metres was obliged to be steadied when tightened onto MESSERSCHMITT as 

FALLOW shifted out.  

 

KINGSON (E. Annells) – raced wide without cover throughout the event. Near the 150 metres was 

obliged to be steadied momentarily when tightened onto ARTFUL AMBITION as FALLOW rolled 

in. Approaching the finish was obliged to be steadied as MESSERSCHMITT rolled in and ARTFUL 

AMBITION rolled out.  

 

ARTFUL AMBITION (K. Zechner) – near the 150 metres was obliged to be momentarily steadied 

as TANNER rolled out. Approaching the finish rolled out onto KINGSON.  

 

CELERITATE REGEM (E. Boyd) – underwent a pre-race veterinary examination on arrival at the 

barriers and passed fit to start.  

 

FALLOW (B. Price) – shortly after the start shifted out and away from TANNER. Near the 400 

metres shifted out onto RED DYNAMO (NZ), which was obliged to be steadied when tightened 

onto MESSERSCHIMITT. Rider was reprimanded under AR131(a) and advised to take greater care 

in future. Near the 150 metres, when racing greenly, rolled in onto KINGSON, which was tightened 

onto ARTFUL AMBITION. Rider was reprimanded under AR131(a) and advised to take greater care 

in future.  

 

RELAXED (C. Lions) – shortly after the start lost its position between FALLOW and RED DYNAMO 

(NZ), which both shifted ground.  

 

ORIENTAL GIFT (A. Jordsjo) – underwent a pre-race veterinary examination on arrival on course 

as it had not raced since September 2020 and was passed fit to start. Made contact with a 

perimeter fence on exiting the mounting yard. Underwent a pre-race veterinary examination on 

arrival at the barriers and was passed fit to start. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no 

visible abnormalities. 

 

 

RACE 3: MCDONALDS PORT LINCOLN FOUR-YEAR-OLD & OVER MAIDEN HANDICAP - 1000 

Metres 

 

The start of this event was delayed approximately two minutes.  

 

GOD OF ROCK (F. Atkinson) – dislodged its rider behind the barriers. Underwent a pre-race 

veterinary examination and passed fit to start. F. Atkinson was examined by the First Care Medical 

personnel and passed fit to fulfil her remaining engagements. Raced wide without cover 

throughout the event.  

 

PERFECT VOYAGE (J. Toeroek) – on jumping away was inconvenienced as I GOT STRINGS shifted 

out.  

 

POONGSAN (D. Caboche) – on jumping away bumped with SUGAR GLIDER. A post-race 

veterinary examination revealed a lower than expected heart rate. 

 

ZIGGING AROUND (A. Chung) – jumped away awkwardly and shifted out.  

 

I GOT STRINGS (G. Lo) – jumped away awkwardly, shifted out and inconvenienced PERFECT 

VOYAGE.  



 
  

 

 

RACE 3: MCDONALDS PORT LINCOLN FOUR-YEAR-OLD & OVER MAIDEN HANDICAP - 1000 

Metres (cont’d) 

 

JUST TREVA (C. Lions) – shortly after jumping away raced in restricted room between 

ZARAFSHAN and SWEET MINSKY (NZ) for a number of strides. Hung out rounding the home turn 

and became awkwardly placed on the heels of LADY HUNTSMEN for a short distance when being 

restrained. Continued to hang out for the remainder of the event and proved very difficult for its 

rider to ride out in her normal manner.  

 

LADY HUNTSMEN (S. So) – raced wide without cover throughout the event.  

 

SUGAR GLIDER (K. Sardelic) – jumped away awkwardly and shifted out onto POONGSAN and as 

a result had its hindquarters turned in.  

 

 

RACE 4: VETS ON EYRE MAIDEN PLATE - 1210 Metres 

 

FIOURUKI (K. Sardelic) – rider reported that the gelding laid out during the event.  

 

FOLLOW THE PROMPTS (F. Atkinson) – jumped away awkwardly and shifted out onto REBEL’S 

HONOUR, which lost its position. Held up for a short distance near the 150 metres.  

 

JUSTEDEE (D. Caboche) – shortly after the start rolled in onto AXESTOCK GIRL (NZ). Laid in 

under pressure in the straight.  

 

AXESTOCK GIRL (NZ) (A. Chung) – shortly after the start lost its position when tightened between 

WIFE FREE ZONE and JUSTEDEE, which rolled in.  

 

GOOD APPROACH (G. Lo) – hung out throughout the event. Rider explained that the gelding 

hung out severely during the event and failed to stretch out when under pressure in the straight. 

A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. Trainer, Mr M. Seyers, was 

advised that a warning had been placed on the gelding in relation to its racing manners.  

 

REBEL'S HONOUR (E. Boyd) – on jumping away lost its position when tightened onto TIAMAT 

when FOLLOW THE PROMPTS shifted out. Over-raced in the middle stages of the event. A post-

race veterinary examination revealed a higher than expected heart rate.  

 

TIAMAT (A. Jordsjo) – near the 800 metres became awkwardly placed between the heels of 

FOLLOW THE PROMPTS and TWO HANDS. Held up for clear running from rounding the home 

turn until approaching the 100 metres.  

 

TWO HANDS (E. Annells) – rider reported that the gelding raced greenly throughout the event.  

 

 

RACE 5: LINCOLN ESTATE WINES MARES BENCHMARK 62 HANDICAP - 1000 Metres 

 

The start of this event was delayed approximately one minute.  

 

ISA SECRET (K. Sardelic) – jumped away very awkwardly and as a result was slow to begin 

approximately one to two lengths.  

 

LA PETITE ROUSSE (E. Annells) – raced wide without cover throughout the event. A post-race 

veterinary examined revealed no visible abnormalities. 

 

SANDSATION (B. Price) – rolled out rounding the home turn and shortly after laid in and near the 

200 metres, when being corrected by its rider, shifted out. Rider explained in relation to the mare’s 

performance that it was disappointing. He added that SANDSATION trialled well in the lead up to 

this event and had been working well. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 

abnormalities. 

 

SCARY GO ROUND (G. Lo) – held up for clear running from rounding the home turn until near the 

200 metres when racing in restricted room between SANDSATION and AMANI FARASI. 

Approaching the 100 metres shifted in abruptly and inconvenienced AMANI FARASI.  

 

AMANI FARASI (S. So) – approaching the 100 metres was inconvenienced as SCARY GO ROUND 

shifted in abruptly.  



 
  

 

 

RACE 6: LEADER DISTRIBUTORS BENCHMARK 66 HANDICAP - 1350 Metres 

 

PAULO PACE (E. Annells) – near the 200 metres shifted in and away from RAISE AN ARMY and 

as a result E. Annells became unbalanced for a number of strides. A post-race veterinary 

examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 

 

FESTIVAL OF LIGHT (S. So) – rider was dislodged on exiting the mounting yard. S. So was 

examined by the First Care Medical personnel and passed fit to fulfil her remaining 

engagements. Hung in under pressure in the straight.  

 

NOTICE ME (A. Jordsjo) – rider explained in relation to the tactics she adopted today that it was 

her intention to lead in today’s event as NOTICE ME had at its previous starts; however, after 

being slightly slow to begin she was obliged to settle further back than she had intended.  

 

WHITCHETY GRUB (B. Price) – hung out rounding the home turn and shortly after shifted in and 

got its head up when being corrected. Inclined to lay out for the remainder of the event. Rider 

reported that he was obliged to settle further back than he had intended in today’s event. A 

post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 

 

DAM RELIABLE (NZ) (F. Atkinson) – raced wide without cover throughout the event.  

 

 

RACE 7: AVIS PORT LINCOLN BENCHMARK 54 HANDICAP - 1210 Metres 

 

The start of this event was delayed approximately two minutes.  

 

HARD RANSOM (K. Sardelic) – hung in throughout the event and near the 200 metres shifted in 

onto SERIOUS MOONLIGHT, which was obliged to be steadied. A post-race veterinary 

examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 

 

ARCHWAY TO HEAVEN (B. Price) – became fractious during loading and as a result became cast 

on the back gate of the barrier stall. Underwent a pre-race veterinary examination and ruled unfit 

to start. First aid administered. Acting on this advice Stewards withdrew ARCHWAY TO HEAVEN 

at 4.31 pm.  

 

MISS ELEGANCE (E. Wong) – rider was reminded of his obligations under AR131(b) in relation to 

riding his mounts out to the finish of the event.  

 

TAJAVEDO (F. Atkinson) – underwent a pre-race veterinary examination on arrival at the barriers 

and was passed fit to start. Inclined to lay in under pressure in the straight.  

 

ANGEL'S WISH (A. Jordsjo) – shortly after the start shifted in and bumped BRAZEN HEAD.  

 

BRAZEN HEAD (S. Metcalfe) – shortly after the start bumped with ANGEL’S WISH.  

 

SERIOUS MOONLIGHT (E. Boyd) – near the 200 metres was obliged to be steadied as HARD 

RANSOM, which was hanging in, shifted in.  

 

HAYZELLE (J. Toeroek) – Stewards questioned Trainer, Mr B. Clarke, into the bona fide of the 

ownership of the mare. After considering his explanation Stewards withdrew HAYZELLE at 1.24 

pm. Mr Clarke was advised that prior to the mare racing again the ownership must be amended 

and approved by Racing SA Stewards. 

 

 

RACE 8: THE PRAWN STORE BENCHMARK 54 HANDICAP - 1210 Metres 

 

BONIFACE (NZ) (A. Chung) – jumped away awkwardly and shifted out.  

 

REGINA DEL DRAMMA (D. Caboche) – jumped away awkwardly. Held up for clear running from 

near the 400 metres until near the 200 metres when it shifted in at the same time as TRIVAGO 

GIRL was attempting a run when racing between ARTFULABEERS and GUARDIAN resulting in 

TRIVAGO GIRL being disappointed.  

 

WINTER HARBOUR (E. Wong) – jumped away awkwardly. Raced wide without cover throughout 

the event.  



 
  

 

 

RACE 8: THE PRAWN STORE BENCHMARK 54 HANDICAP - 1210 Metres (cont’d) 

 

GUARDIAN (K. Sardelic) – jumped away awkwardly and shifted in.  

 

SHOWBAG (E. Boyd) – on jumping away was inconvenienced when tightened onto OBLIQUE LINE 

as TRIVAGO GIRL shifted in.  

 

TRIVAGO GIRL (A. Jordsjo) – jumped away awkwardly, shifted in and contacted SHOWBAG. Near 

the 200 metres was disappointed when attempting a run at the same time as REGINA DEL 

DRAMMA shifted in. As a result TRIVAGO GIRL was obliged to be steadied.  

 

SCOUT'S HONOUR (B. Price) – jumped away awkwardly, shifted out and bumped MISS 

CATASTROPHI. Held up for clear running from approaching the 400 metres until near the 150 

metres.  

 

MISS CATASTROPHI (K. Crowther) – jumped away awkwardly, shifted in and bumped SCOUT’S 

HONOUR.  

 

ARTFUL TEEPA (F. Atkinson) – on jumping away lost its position as BONIFACE (NZ) shifted out 

and GUARDIAN shifted in. Laid in under pressure over the concluding stages of the event.
