RACE 1: CENTURY 21 MAIDEN PLATE – 1050 Metres 

 

BALDAR (J. Doyle) – in the vicinity of the 900 metres was obliged to be steadied momentarily to 

avoid the heels of BAY OF ANGELS, which rolled in.  

 

WICKED ALIBI (S. Callow) - underwent a pre-race veterinary examination and passed fit to race. 

 

KATE'S VALLEY (D. Tootell) – laid out rounding the home turn. 

 

BAY OF ANGELS (F. Atkinson) – in the vicinity of the 900 metres shifted in and inconvenienced 

BALDAR. Rider was reminded of her obligations to only shift ground when entitled to do so, in 

the future.  

 

STARLITE SCHEWY (K. Sardelic) – dropped his whip in the vicinity of the 200 metres. Rider 

explained the filly never travelled and was under pressure from in the vicinity of the 600 metres. 

A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 

 

 

RACE 2: EMU BAY LAVENDER FARM BENCHMARK 52 TROPHY RACE – 1050 Metres 

 

LULU DESIGN (D. Tootell (Snr)) – at the entrance to the slipped in front and became unbalanced 

for a short distance. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 

 

 

RACE 3: INGRAM'S HOME TIMBER & HARDWARE BENCHMARK 56 HANDICAP - 1215 Metres 

 

TAIPAN TOMMY (S. Callow) – rider dropped her whip shortly after the entrance to the straight.  

 

 

RACE 4: DUDLEY WINES BENCHMARK 62 HANDICAP – 1360 Metres 

 

BOLT I AM (S. Callow) – slow to begin. 
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RACE 5: SEALINK BENCHMARK 52 TROPHY RACE – 1360 Metres 

 

HURRICANE SONNY (J. Huxtable) – rider explained the gelding travelled well in the early and 

middle stages of the event however; when placed under pressure from the 400 metres, it did not 

respond to his riding and was disappointing to the finish. A post-race veterinary examination 

revealed no visible abnormalities. 

 

THE LADIES MAN (S. Callow) – struck an external fence en route to the barriers. Underwent a pre-

race veterinary examination and was passed fit to start. 

 

 

RACE 6: TERRYWHITE CHEMMART KANGAROO ISLAND BENCHMARK 56 HANDICAP – 1750 

Metres 

 

PAINTED ON (J. Huxtable) – laid in, in the straight.  

 

I'M BULLETPROOF (C. Lions) – raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event. Laid out 

rounding the turn out of the straight.  

 

Correct weight for this event was delayed to allow Trainer, Ms S. Ratsch (PIERE BIZEL) placed
