RACE 1: MAGIC FM 105.9 MAIDEN PLATE - 1800 Metres 

 

CHARLIE'S BRO (S. Metcalfe) – a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 

abnormalities.  

 

MARGIN OF ERROR (M. Henderson) – a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 

abnormalities. 

 

OUR FORTUNA (R. Milnes) – raced keenly in the early stages of the event.  

 

JAJITTA BUG (R. Pearson) – raced wide without cover throughout the event.  

 

EXALTED BELLE (Z. Lloyd) – on jumping away shifted in onto INAGURATE.  

 

INAGURATE (H. Yuen) – inconvenienced on jumping away when tightened onto REBEL MISTRESS 

by EXALTED BELLE.  

 

DEVINE ASSASSIN (E. Boyd) – over-raced in the early stages of the event. Commenced to weaken 

near the 700m. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.  

 

 

RACE 2: BIG SCREEN VIDEO FILLIES & MARES MAIDEN PLATE - 1100 Metres 

 

The start of this event was delayed approximately three minutes due to the late arrival of horses 

to the barriers.  

 

AUNTY DOLL (R. Milnes) – approaching the 200m became unbalanced when contacted by 

BALLON D’OR. Shortly after the entrance to the straight, when laying in, shifted in onto BALLON 

D’OR. Laid in under pressure in the straight and inside the 100m brushed with TAYLA’S MOMENT.  

 

TAYLA'S MOMENT (S. Metcalfe) – laid out under pressure in the straight, and inside the 100m 

brushed with AUNTY DOLL.  

 

VIVA LA VIDA (E. Boyd) – near the 600m shifted out abruptly onto GO FORMAL.  
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RACE 2: BIG SCREEN VIDEO FILLIES & MARES MAIDEN PLATE - 1100 Metres (cont’d) 

 

BALLON D'OR (R. Pearson) – approaching the 200m shifted out and made contact with AUNTY 

DOLL. Rider was severely reprimanded for careless riding under AR131(a) and was advised to take 

greater care when shifting ground in future. Shortly after the entrance to the straight was 

hampered when taken in by AUNTY DOLL, and became awkwardly placed on the heels of 

TAYLA’S MOMENT, which was laying out.  

 

GO FORMAL (C. Tootell) – jumped away awkwardly.  

 

RICHMUGS (D. Caboche) – Stewards acceded to a request from trainer, Mr S. Westover, on 

Thursday, 6 April to allow RICHMUGS to race equipped with winkers. Mr Westover was 

reprimanded under AR206 for a late gear request. Jumped away awkwardly. Hung out throughout 

the event. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.  

 

Correct weight for this event was delayed to allow S. Metcalfe (TAYLA’S MOMENT), placed 

second, to view the vision in the straight.  

 

 

RACE 3: CLARE AND GILBERT VALLEY COUNCIL COLTS GELDINGS & ENTIRES MAIDEN 

PLATE - 1100 Metres 

 

ENUFF RED (E. Boyd) – near the 1000m had to be momentarily steadied when CHARLESFORT 

shifted in. Laid in under pressure in the straight.  

 

FAMOUS KNIGHT (H. Yuen) – raced wide without cover throughout the event.  

 

 

RACE 4: SC HEINRICH RATING 0 - 54 HANDICAP - 1100 Metres 

 

MELMAC (D. Caboche) – laid in, in the straight.  

 

REDWINELOVER (E. Boyd) – raced keenly in the early stages of the event. Rider reported that 

the gelding hung out throughout the event. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 

abnormalities.  

 

RUSTYDUSTYSUNSHINE (H. Yuen) – acting on confirmed advice from trainer, Mr R. Campbell, 

that when being loaded onto the float the mare was lame in the off foreleg, Stewards declared 

RUSTYDUSTYSUNSHINE a late scratching at 12.09pm. Mr Campbell was advised that a Veterinary 

Clearance would be require prior to a future jump-out, trial or race start.  

 

COMMANDO MISS (R. Milnes) – jumped away awkwardly.  

 

CASINO ANGEL (J. Doyle) – raced wide without cover throughout the event.  

 

 

RACE 5: TAB BENCHMARK 54 HANDICAP - 1800 Metres 

 

LORD OF DARKNESS (NZ) (Z. Lloyd) – laid in, in the straight.  

 

SON OF AKEED (C. Tootell) – a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 

abnormalities.  

 

WILD TYCOON (D. Caboche) – near the 500m was held up for a short distance behind SON OF 

AKEED, which was weakening.  

 

 

RACE 6: JIM BARRY WINES RATING 0 - 58 HANDICAP - 1200 Metres 

 

DROMEAS (C. Tootell) – jumped away awkwardly.  

 

ARCHWAY TO HEAVEN (R. Milnes) – raced wide without cover throughout the event.  

 

CUT TO PIECES (D. Tootell (Snr)) – Stewards granted permission for D. Tootell (Snr) to ride the 

gelding 0.5kg over its allocated weight of 54.0kg.  

 



 
  

 

 

RACE 7: CLARE VALLEY TOYOTA RATING 0 - 52 HANDICAP - 1200 Metres 

 

FRENCH ROCK (R. Milnes) – underwent a pre-race veterinary examination on arrival on course 

which revealed the gelding to have a fresh laceration to its off hind leg and would therefore was 

deemed unsuitable to race. Acting on this advice Stewards declared FRENCH ROCK a late 

scratching at 3.10pm. Co-trainer, Mr J. Dunn, was advised that a Veterinary Clearance would be 

required prior to a future jump-out, trial or race start.  

 

HURRICANE SONNY (Z. Lloyd) – underwent a pre-race veterinary examination and was deemed 

suitable to start. Laid in under pressure in the straight. A post-race veterinary examination 

revealed no visible abnormalities.  

 

BIGNOTA (F. Atkinson) – when questioned in relation to the disappointing performance rider 

explained that it was her intention to lead in today’s event; however, due to the gelding being 

slow to begin she was unable to do so, and from that point on BIGNOTA never travelled and 

proved disappointing. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.  

 

PIPE DREAMS (R. Pearson) – jumped away awkwardly. Raced wide without cover throughout the 

event.  

 

HOT SPARKY (E. Boyd) – a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.  

 

GRAVITY (D. Caboche) – hung out rounding the home turn and bumped with GEANDGE at the 

entrance to the straight. Laid out in the straight.  

 

GEANDGE (C. Tootell) – at the entrance to the straight bumped with GRAVITY, which was hanging 

out, and became unbalanced for a number of strides.
