Report on Race Meeting held at Port Lincoln 

Racecourse by the Port Lincoln Racing Club on

RACE 1: LAWRENCE & HANSON PORT LINCOLN THREE-YEAR-OLD MAIDEN PLATE - 1000 

Metres 

 

DIAMENTE TAGLIATO (C. Tootell) – on arrival on course underwent a pre-race veterinary 

examination and was deemed suitable to start. Near the 700m when racing greenly shifted in and 

away from GERRY’S DEAL, which shifted in, onto ROLLING DUCK, which was obliged to be 

steadied and lost its position. Raced greenly throughout the event. A post-race veterinary 

examination revealed the gelding to be lame in both hind legs (2/5). Trainer, Mr S. Drewitt, was 

advised that a Veterinary Clearance would be required prior to a future jump-out, trial or race 

start.  

 

GERRY'S DEAL (K. Crowther) – near the 700m shifted in onto DIAMENTE TAGLIATO, which 

shifted in and away from the gelding onto ROLLING DUCK, which was obliged to be steadied and 

lost its position when tightened onto LION’S INSTINCT. Rider was severely reprimanded for 

careless riding under AR131(a) and was advised to take greater care in future.  

 

WYNDHAM KNIGHT (S. Metcalfe) – on jumping away was inconvenienced when taken in by 

SOCIAL DANCER and became awkward on the heels of GERRY’S DEAL. Raced greenly 

throughout the event.  

 

GILDED LADY (M. Collett) – jumped away awkwardly.  

 

ROLLING DUCK (J. Doyle) – near the 700m was obliged to be steadied and lost its position when 

tightened onto LION’S INSTINCT as DIAMENTE TAGLIATO shifted in and away from GERRY’S 

DEAL, which shifted in. Hung out from near the 400m for the remainder of the event.  

 

SOCIAL DANCER (H. Yuen) – jumped away awkwardly and shifted in onto WYNDHAM KNIGHT. 

Near the 700m was steadied when awkwardly placed between GILDED LADY and DIAMENTE 

TAGLIATO which shifted out after receiving interference. Hung in under pressure in the straight 

and proved difficult for its rider to ride out in her normal manner. A post-race veterinary 

examination revealed no visible abnormalities.  

 

WADAANA (T. Voorham) – kicked by another runner at the barriers. Underwent a pre-race 

veterinary examination and was deemed suitable to start.  

 

 

RACE 2: PORT LINCOLN BOAT SUPPLIES MAIDEN HANDICAP - 1250 Metres 

 

The start of this event was delayed approximately five minutes.  

 

TANE TOA (NZ) (R. Milnes) – laid out under pressure in the straight. Rider reported that the 

gelding was inclined to race greenly when racing in the lead.  

 

LEVEE (S. Metcalfe) – laid in under pressure in the straight.  

 

ONE SKY ABOVE US (M. Collett) – slow to begin. Near the 1000m was obliged to be steadied 

momentarily as MY BOY JETT shifted in.  

 

BIG MERCH (C. Munro) – Stewards permitted apprentice C. Munro to replace C. Murray as there 

was no senior rider available.  

 

INOTELL (B. Price) – laid in under pressure in the straight.  

 

MY BOY JETT (H. Yuen) – jumped away awkwardly and shifted out. Near the 1000m shifted in 

onto ONE SKY ABOVE US, which was obliged to be steadied momentarily. Rider was severely 

reprimanded for careless riding under AR131(a) and advised to take greater care in future. A post-

race veterinary examination revealed the gelding to be lame in the off hind leg (2/5). Trainer, Mr 

J. Hyam, was advised that a Veterinary Clearance would be required prior to a future jump-out, 

trial or race start.  

 

CLASSY LILLY (A. Lindsay) – hung out rounding the home turn.  

 

NOORTOOMANY (C. Tootell) – lost its near fore plate in the mounting yard and was required to 

be reshod on arrival at the barriers. Underwent a pre-race veterinary examination and was deemed 

suitable to start.  

 



 
  

 

 

RACE 3: LINCOLN ESTATE WINES CLASS ONE PLATE - 1750 Metres 

 

The start of this event was delayed approximately two minutes.  

 

DIRTY MIND (NZ) (K. Crowther) – jumped away awkwardly. Laid in under pressure in the straight.  

 

LACHLAN CASTLE (C. Tootell) – jumped away awkwardly. Raced wide and without cover 

throughout the event.  

 

ORIEDOS (A. Livesey) – approaching the 1000m commenced to over-race and became awkwardly 

placed between the heels of LACHLAN CASTLE and TIAMAT for a short distance.  

 

ROCKFORD FILES (J. Doyle) – jumped away awkwardly and shifted in. Raced keenly in the early 

and middle stages.  

 

EQUINE HEADLINE (NZ) (M. Collett) – underwent a pre-race veterinary examination on arrival at 

the barriers and found to be lame in the near foreleg (3/5) and therefore was deemed unsuitable 

to start. Acting on this advice Stewards declared EQUINE HEADLINE (NZ) a late scratching at 

1.57pm. Co-trainer, Mr J. Dunn, was advised that a Veterinary Clearance would be required prior 

to a future jump-out, trial or race start.  

 

GOLDEN AKEED (A. Lindsay) – hung out rounding the turn near the 1500m.  

 

PRANCING IBIS (H. Yuen) – inclined to lay out under pressure in the straight.  

 

RED FEATS (C. Munro) – near the 1000m became awkward in its action for a short distance.  

 

 

RACE 4: PETER JOHNSON MEMORIAL BENCHMARK 66 HANDICAP - 1750 Metres 

 

I NEED A DRINK (R. Milnes) – held up for clear running for a short distance rounding the home 

turn.  

 

MOUNT MADEIRA (NZ) (M. Collett) – shortly after the start was hampered and lost its position 

when tightened onto STREET CULTURE as FEARLESS AL shifted in.  

 

ROYAL LANDING (C. Tootell) – slow to begin approximately one to two lengths.  

 

FEARLESS AL (S. Metcalfe) – shortly after the start shifted in and hampered MOUNT MADEIRA 

(NZ), which lost its position.  

 

IN THE BUFF (C. Munro) – raced keenly in the early and middle stages.  

 

 

RACE 5: SWETTENHAM STUD BENCHMARK 56 HANDICAP – 1210 Metres 

 

MYOCEAN WARRIOR (K. Crowther) – inside the 400m was taken wider by GET ‘EM IN (NZ), which 

was taken out. Laid in under pressure in the straight. A post-race veterinary examination revealed 

no visible abnormalities.  

 

HE'S ABEL (R. Milnes) – on jumping away bumped with MIZZ BEEBEEFF.  

 

ZAKYBREE (A. Livesey) – near the 400m galloped on the off hind leg of VON GEORGE, became 

awkward in its action and shifted out taking GET ‘EM IN (NZ) wider. A post-race veterinary 

examination revealed the mare to be lame in the near foreleg (2/5). Trainer, Mr D. Halliday, was 

advised that a Veterinary Clearance would be required prior to a future jump-out, trial or race 

start.  

 

BRAZILLIANT (J. Doyle) – raced ungenerously in the early and middle stages.  

 

EXALTED TRAVELLER (M. Collett) – jumped away awkwardly and shortly after lost its position 

when awkwardly placed on the heels of BRAZILLIANT and GET ‘EM IN (NZ), which both shifted 

ground. Near the 400m was hampered as VON GEORGE become awkward in its action and shifted 

in.  

 

 



 
  

 

 

RACE 5: SWETTENHAM STUD BENCHMARK 56 HANDICAP – 1210 Metres (cont’d) 

 

VON GEORGE (B. Price) – over-raced in the early and middle stages. Near the 400m was galloped 

on its off hind leg by ZAKYBREE, became awkward in its action and shifted in onto EXALTED 

TRAVELLER, which was hampered. A post-race veterinary examination revealed the gelding to 

have a laceration and be lame in the off hind leg (2/5). Trainer, Mr B. Hull, was advised that a 

Veterinary Clearance would be required prior to a future jump-out, trial or race start.  

 

CELESTIAL ILLUSION (C. Munro) – held up for clear running from the 300m until near the 200m.  

 

GET 'EM IN (NZ) (C. Tootell) – near the 400m was taken wider by ZAKYBREE, which shifted out. 

Hung in under pressure in the straight.  

 

MIZZ BEEBEEFF (S. Metcalfe) – jumped away awkwardly, shifted in and bumped HE’S ABEL. 

 

PERFECT ZED (T. Voorham) – on jumping away stumbled and was awkward in its action. A post-

race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.  

 

 

RACE 6: EYRE CAR CENTRE BENCHMARK 56 HANDICAP - 1210 Metres 

 

FOSSHIO (C. Munro) – near the 300m shifted in onto ROMMEL’S COMMAND, which was 

inconvenienced. A post-race veterinary examination revealed the gelding to be lame in the off 

foreleg (2/5). Trainer, Mr B. Hull, was advised that a Veterinary Clearance would be required prior 

to a future jump-out, trial or race start.  

 

MESSERSCHMITT (R. Milnes) – jumped away awkwardly. Approaching the finish laid in and shifted 

in onto THE MASTER, which was obliged to be eased. Rider was reprimanded under AR131(a) and 

advised to take greater care in future.  

 

RICHED (A. Lindsay) – over-raced throughout the event.  

 

LAGGAN (NZ) (T. Voorham) – a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 

abnormalities.   

 

SIR TOOP (B. Price) – raced keenly in the early and middle stages.  

 

GALLANTRY GIRL (K. Crowther) – identified at the barriers that the cross-over noseband had 

been incorrectly applied. After taking advice the cross-over noseband was removed. Shortly after 

the start was awkward for a number of strides.  

 

SPIRITUAL GAL (S. Tomlinson) – laid in under pressure in the straight and inside the 200m shifted 

in onto NASDANA, which was hampered when improving and obliged to be steadied. In assessing 

the incident, the Stewards were of the opinion that S. Tomlinson corrected his mount in a timely 

manner. 

 

NASDANA (H. Yuen) – jumped away awkwardly. Held up for clear running for a short distance 

rounding the home turn, and thereafter had difficulty obtaining clear running until inside the 200m 

when NASDANA attempted a run between CELERITATE REGEM and SPIRITUAL GAL was obliged 

to be steadied and lost its position when tightened onto CELERITATE REGEM as SPIRITUAL GAL, 

which was laying in, shifted in prior to being corrected by its rider. As a result NASDANA lost 

ground when being restrained.  

 

THE MASTER (C. Tootell) – approaching the finish was obliged to be eased as MESSERSCHMITT 

laid in and shifted in.  

 

SASSY MANEUVER (D. Caboche) – shortly after the start shifted in. Rider reported that the mare 

did not feel comfortable in its action post-race. A post-race veterinary examination revealed the 

mare to be lame in the near foreleg and near hind leg (2/5). Trainer, Ms M. Dohnt, was advised 

that a Veterinary Clearance would be required prior to a future jump-out, trial or race start.  

 

ROMMEL'S COMMAND (A. Livesey) – near the 300m was inconvenienced as FOSSHIO shifted in.  

 

 

 

 



 
  

 

 

RACE 7: YUMBAH MUSSELS BENCHMARK 60 HANDICAP - 1350 Metres 

 

BATTLE ROYALE (H. Yuen) – hung out from the 500m and near the 200m shifted out and 

momentarily inconvenienced SINO WITNESS. Rider was reprimanded for careless riding under 

AR131(a) and advised to make a greater effort to keep her mounts straight in future.  

 

SINO WITNESS (S. Metcalfe) – near the 200m was momentarily inconvenienced as BATTLE 

ROYALE, which was hanging out and shifted out.  

 

HOUSE SPOUSE (NZ) (S. Tomlinson) – underwent a pre-race veterinary examination and was 

deemed suitable to start. Jumped away awkwardly and bumped SORRIDERE, which shifted in. 

Laid in under pressure in the straight.  

 

DIAMONDS ARE (A. Lindsay) – slow to begin. Near the 1000m shifted out and bumped with 

FLITTELL on a number of occasions, and as a consequence lost ground. Near the 400m strode 

awkwardly.  

 

TOORAK WARRIOR (T. Voorham) – raced wide and without cover throughout the event. A post-

race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.  

 

FLITTELL (B. Price) – near the 1000m bumped on a number of occasions with DIAMONDS ARE, 

which shifted out.  

 

SORRIDERE (C. Munro) – dislodged its rider on exiting the mounting yard. C. Munro was examined 

by the First Care Medical personnel and passed fit to fulfil her remaining riding engagements. 

Jumped away awkwardly, shifted in and bumped HOUSE SPOUSE (NZ).  

 

 

RACE 8: THE PRAWN STORE BENCHMARK 74 HANDICAP - 1250 Metres 

 

JAAZEB (H. Yuen) – as no senior rider was available at the weight Stewards permitted apprentice 

C. H. Yuen to replace C. Murray. 

 

MCCAIN (B. Price) – at the entrance to the straight was taken wider by EVENING BRIDE.  

 

SWORD OF WAR (NZ) (C. Munro) – as no senior rider was available at the weight Stewards 

permitted apprentice C. Munro to replace S. Fawke. Slow to begin. Hung in under pressure in the 

straight.  

 

STRAWBERRY SWING (R. Milnes) – laid in under pressure in the straight.  

 

ISA SECRET (C. Tootell) – at the entrance to the straight was taken wider by MCCAIN.  

 

EVENING BRIDE (M. Collett) – at the entrance to the straight, when awkwardly placed on the heels 

of KINGSON, shifted out taking MCCAIN and ISA SECRET wider. Rider was reminded of her 

obligations for careless riding under AR131(a) in relation to placing her problems onto someone 

else and permitting her mounts to shift out.  

 

MCKEEVER (K. Crowther) – raced keenly and got its head up when being restrained in the early 

stages.  

 

KINGSON (A. Livesey) – a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.  

 

RIVERSIDE ROCK (D. Caboche) – slow to begin.

Race 6 – SASSY MANEUVER – Not to race – Vet Clearance required 

prior to a future jump-out, trial or race start – Lame near foreleg and 

near hind leg (2/5).
