RACE 1 : COOPERS BREWERY / SABOIS DISTANCE MAIDEN PLATE  -  2122 metres 
 
ABLE STRIKER (B. Griffiths) – a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities.  
 
WITCHFIRE (Z. Spain) – raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event. 
 
 
RACE 2 : TREVU HOUSE RESIDENTIAL CARE / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE  –  

 1722 metres 
 
DELIVERY DAY (C. Lindop) – rider reported that the gelding raced fresh and pulled its way 
to the lead in the early stages of its own accord, which was not the intention.  
 
PARENTIVE (Z. Spain) – slow to begin. 
 
SURE GONE (J. Kah) – contacted on jumping away and taken wider. Raced wide without 
cover throughout the event.  
 
TASKMASTER (M. Neilson) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities. 
 
LEMON ZEST (K. Brooks) – jumped away awkwardly and shifted out onto SURE GONE.  
 
NOT SO LADY LIKE (NZ) (M. Poon) – was inclined to lay out under pressure in the straight. 
 
RHYTHM AND BLUE (T. Pannell) – rider reported that the gelding had not travelled at any 
stage during the event and failed to respond when placed under pressure. A post-race 
veterinary examination revealed the gelding to be lame in the near hind. Veterinary 
Certificate of Fitness required prior to future trial or race. 
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RACE 3 : WELCOME UBET TO GAWLER/SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE (1) – 1212 metres 
 
ALL JAZZED UP (D. Caboche) – raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event. 
 
KINGSTONIAN (D. Tootell) – over-raced throughout the event.  
 
DA VINE WARRIOR (NZ) (D. Thornton) – jumped away awkwardly and shifted out and 
contacted ALWAYS RED. Held up from the vicinity of the 600 metres until the entrance to the 
straight. Shortly after was disappointed when attempting a tight run to the inside of JUST 
DEMANDING, which had been taken in slightly by GOT THAT SWING. Lost its footing and 
fell on returning to the mounting yard. Examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who 
reported that the gelding had suffered a cardiac arrest and was deceased.  
 
JUST DEMANDING (E. Boyd) – laid out under pressure over the concluding stages. 
 
GOT THAT SWING (J. Holder) – rolled in shortly after entering the straight onto JUST 
DEMANDING.  
 
 
RACE 4 : THE TERRACE FUNCTION CENTRE/SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE (2)  -   

 1212 metres 
 
The start of this event was delayed by approximately 42 minutes owing to rider J. Bowditch 
being kicked when attempting to mount CLASSY ACTION. J. Bowditch was examined by the 
First Care Medical Officers and transported to the Lyell McEwan Hospital for further 
observations. Race 4 was rescheduled to run at 3.00 pm. 
 
CLASSY ACTION (K. Bishop) – slow to begin. In the vicinity of the 800 metres, lost its 
position when tightened by BEEJAYDEE. 
 
STAR PLAYER (T. Pannell) – a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities. 
 
TYCOON DEL (J. Holder) – jumped away awkwardly. 
 
ARLEIGH (D. Tourneur) – inclined to lay in throughout the event and in the vicinity of the 800 
metres shifted in onto MALMOOSA, which was taken in onto BEEJAYDEE, which was forced 
in tightening CLASSY ACTION. 
 
BEEJAYDEE (E. Finnegan) – slow to begin. Raced keenly in the early and middle stages. 
Taken in by MALMOOSA in the vicinity of the 800 metres. 
 
DESXIRI (Z. Spain) – a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
MALMOOSA (M. Poon) – taken in by ARLEIGH near the 800 metres. 
 
 
RACE 5 : SANDERS FODDER BM 56 HANDICAP  -  1212 metres 
 
This race was rescheduled to start at 3.30 pm. 
 
LUCKY NOW (D. Tourneur) – a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities 
 
HIGHLAND HENRY (E. Boyd) – raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event.  
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RACE 6 : GAWLER CUP SUN OCT 23  BM 56   -  1212 metres 
 
This race was rescheduled to start at 4.00 pm. 
 
BELEAGUER (P. Gatt) – a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities. 
 
ONWARD (E. Boyd) – had difficulty obtaining clear ground in the early stages of the straight.  
 
 
RACE 7 : SCHWEPPES / SABOIS PLUS BENCHMARK 60 HANDICAP  -  2122 metres 
 
This race was rescheduled to start at 4.30 pm. 
 
ALMAHSTIQUE (A. Jordsjo) – contacted the rail in the vicinity of the 400 metres when taken 
in by CLANDARBHEN.  
 
LIFE'S A BUTTERFLY (R. Hurdle) – rolled in near the 400 metres onto CLANDARBHEN.  
 
CLANDARBHEN (J. Potter) – forced to race in restricted room when taken in onto 
ALMAHSITQUE near the 400 metres by LIFE’S A BUTTERFLY, which rolled in. A post-race 
veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
THE FASTNET (M. Poon) – raced wide without cover throughout the event.  
 
JUST RANGER (B. Claridge) – contacted on jumping away. 
 
SNOWTROOPER (K. Bishop) – raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event.  
 
MAWBY (D. Tourneur) – jumped away awkwardly and shifted out onto JUST RANGER.  
 
SUSPENDED GEM (NZ) (Z. Spain) – a post-race veterinary examination revealed a lower 
than expected heart rate. 
 
 
RACE 8 : ADELAIDE CEMETERY AUTHORITIES CLASS TWO HANDICAP  -  1112 metres 
 
This race was rescheduled to start at 5.00 pm. 
 
SEE ME ROLLIN' (J. Potter) – raced keenly in the early and middle stages. 
 
CRYSTAL MOMENT (O. Ridge) – jumped away awkwardly and shifted in contacting BIG 
WEEKEND. Raced keenly in the early and middle stages. 
 
BROAD SHOULDERS (C. Lindop) – a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities. 
 
BIG WEEKEND (D. Caboche) – inconvenienced when contacted on jumping away. A post-
race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
 

RACE 9 : GOLDIN FARMS MARES BENCHMARK 64 HCP  -  1512 metres 

 
This race was rescheduled to start at 5.30. 
 
ACID FLO (E. Boyd) – raced wide without cover throughout the event. 
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RACE 9 : GOLDIN FARMS MARES BENCHMARK 64 HCP  -  1512 metres (cont’d) 
 
MAGNUS MAGIC (M. Neilson) – rider reported that he had become concerned with the 
mare’s actions when placed under pressure at the entrance to the straight. A post-race 
veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
KEMERI (L. Stojakovic) – a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities. 
 
SPRAY TAN (J. Kah) – rider was concerned with the mare’s action over the concluding 
stages. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
RED BEGONIA (J. Toeroek) – inconvenienced approaching the 100 metres by SHA LA LA, 
which rolled out under pressure. 
 
SHA LA LA (K. Bishop) – slow to begin. Laid out under pressure in the straight and near the 
100 metres rolled out onto RED BEGONIA. Rider reprimanded. 
 
KIRCHNER (D. Tootell) – prior to the event was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon 
who reported the mare was showing signs of colic. Late scratching by order of Stewards on 
Veterinary advice at 5.15 pm. 
 
 
RACE 10 ; TAYLOR & FORGIE CLASS TWO HANDICAP  -  1512 metres 
 
This race was rescheduled to start at 6.00 pm. 
 
SUPER HAZE (IRE) (D. Thornton) – shifted out slightly at the entrance to the straight onto 
MAPPINGA LAD. 
 
DARK IMAGE (M. Neilson) – laid out rounding the home turn. 
 
HASTA LA GORBY (J. Mamat) – a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities. 
 
MAPPINGA LAD (K. Bishop) – was forced to race in restricted room at the entrance to the 
straight when tightened onto AUGUSTA BELLE by SUPER HAZE (IRE), which shifted out 
slightly. 
 
MAXALICIOUS (J. Potter) – slow to begin.
