RACE 1: BTR EXCAVATIONS / SABOIS THREE-YEAR-OLD MAIDEN PLATE - 1200 metres 
 
HABANERO (K. Bishop) – laid in under pressure in the straight.  
 
JUST THIS ONE (K. Crowther) – a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
NEAR MAGIC (J. Holder) – in the vicinity of the 150 metres bumped with SHE’S RENELDASGIRL, 
which was inclined to lay out and shifted out.  
 
TEXAS MILLER (D. Tourneur) – raced greenly throughout the event.  
 
SHE'S RENELDASGIRL (R. Hurdle) – laid out under pressure in the straight and in the vicinity of the 
150 metres shifted out and bumped NEAR MAGIC. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no 
visible abnormalities. 
 
 
RACE 2: BARDRILL / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE - 1400 metres 
 
HARDWICKE BAY (D. Caboche) – a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities. 
 
PURADEANIE (R. Sakai) – jumped away awkwardly and shifted in onto ALWAYS THE KING.  
 
ALWAYS THE KING (T. Pannell) – shortly after the start raced in restricted room and lost its position 
when tightened onto CHUBBY RAIN as PURADEANIE jumped away awkwardly and shifted in. Held up 
for clear running from in the vicinity of the 500 metres until in the vicinity of the 400 metres.  
 
CALL ME MAYBE (K. Bishop) – slow to begin. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities. 
 
 
RACE 3: ATLAS EVENT AND PARTY HIRE / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE - 1050 metres 
 
NIGHT OF DREAMS (D. Morgan) – bumped at the start as BLAZING BULLET jumped away awkwardly 
and shifted out.  
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RACE 3: ATLAS EVENT AND PARTY HIRE / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE - 1050 metres (cont’d) 
 
BLAZING BULLET (P. Gatt) – jumped away awkwardly, shifted out and bumped NIGHT OF DREAMS. 
Hung out rounding the home turn and in the vicinity of the 300 metres bumped with SNIP OF TIME.  
 
SNIP OF TIME (K. Crowther) – jumped away awkwardly, shifted out and bumped LASANTA. Hung out 
from rounding the home turn until the finish. In the vicinity of the 300 metres bumped with BLAZING 
BULLET. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
BEGGAR BEWARE (R. Hurdle) – inside the 400 metres shifted out onto LASANTA, which was obliged 
to be eased and alter course to that mare’s inside. Rider was severely reprimanded and advised to take 
greater care in future. 
 
AMBIDEE (D. Tourneur) – raced greenly in the straight. A post-race veterinary examination revealed 
no visible abnormalities. 
 
LASANTA (O. Ridge) – bumped at the start by SNIP OF TIME, which jumped away awkwardly and 
shifted out. Inside the 400 metres was obliged to be eased and alter course to the inside of BEGGAR 
BEWARE, which shifted out.  
 
 
RACE 4: ROSEWORTHY CAR SPA BENCHMARK 60 HANDICAP - 1050 metres 
 
QUIDDICK (J. Huxtable) – a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
SWEET VARDEN (S. Fawke) – rider pleaded guilty to a charge under AR137A(5)(a)(ii) in that he used 
his whip on more than five occasions prior to the 100 metres and was reprimanded.  
 
 
RACE 5: ADELAIDE GALVANISING INDUSTRIES BENCHMARK 56 HANDICAP - 1200 metres 
 
RUG RAT (J. Huxtable) – in the vicinity of the 200 metres was inconvenienced for a short distance as 
VIKINGS REWARD, which was inclined to hang in, shifted in.  
 
NIGHT QUEEN (J. Holder) – held up for clear running from the entrance to straight until in the vicinity 
of the 300 metres.  
 
VIKINGS REWARD (R. Clark) – hung in under pressure in the straight and in the vicinity of the 200 
metres shifted in and inconvenienced RUG RAT. Rider was reminded of her obligations to keep her 
mounts straight in future. A post-race veterinary examination revealed the gelding to be lame in the near 
foreleg. Trainer, Mr J. Hyam, was advised a Veterinary Certificate of Fitness was required prior to a 
future trial or race.  
 
 
RACE 6: GAWLER SOUTH BAKERY BENCHMARK 60 HANDICAP - 1600 metres 
 
GRAND ARMADA (K. Lau) – rolled out in the vicinity of the 400 metres.  
 
IN THE FAST LANE (R. Clark) – jumped away awkwardly. In the vicinity of the 400 metres was 
disappointed when attempting a tight run between LYNCH MOB and GRAND ARMADA, which rolled 
out.  
 
SAMSTAG (J. Bowditch) – raced keenly in the early stages of the event.  
 
A LITTLE CHUNKY (D. Tourneur) – at the entrance to the straight was inconvenienced when tightened 
onto BROOKTON ICE as LETSAVA WIN (NZ) rolled out. A post-race veterinary examination revealed 
no visible abnormalities. 
 
LETSAVA WIN (NZ) (K. Crowther) – laid out under pressure in the straight.  
 
UNFLYNNCHING (C. Lindop) – raced fiercely and got its head up on a number of occasions in the early 
and middle stages of the event.  
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RACE 7: SCHWEPPES BENCHMARK 60 HANDICAP - 2200 metres  
 
ROCKARRAL (J. Kah) – inclined to lay in under pressure in the straight.  
 
STAR WARS (NZ) (K. Crowther) – at the entrance to the straight raced in restricted room between 
SEARAVEN and HETUKA ZARSHO, which rolled out. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no 
visible abnormalities. 
 
HETUKA ZARSHO (J. Bowditch) – rolled out at the entrance to the straight. Laid in under pressure 
thereafter.  
 
IMMUTABLE (C. Lindop) – raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event.  
 
OCCIDENT (NZ) (A. Chan) – slow to begin.  
 
QUEDOUTES (S. Fawke) – laid in, in the straight.  
 
WATCH THE WOLF (J. Maund) – attempted to buck shortly after the start for a short distance. Co-
trainer, Mr K. Frew, was advised that a warning had been placed on the gelding in relation to this.  
 
KING CADEL (E. Finnegan) – slow to begin.  
 
 
RACE 8: THE ADVERTISER CLASS TWO HANDICAP - 1400 metres 
 
The start of this event was delayed for approximately two minutes. 
 
COOL FONZY (A. Chan) – laid in under pressure in the straight.  
 
FORTIFY (K. Crowther) – at the entrance to the straight was inconvenienced when tightened on to 
COOL FONZY as SHES GOT THE GOODS rolled out. A post-race veterinary examination revealed the 
gelding to be lame in both front legs. Trainer, Mr G. Young, was advised that a Veterinary Certificate of 
Fitness was required prior to a future trial or race.  
 
PALE ALE (E. Finnegan) – raced keenly in the middle stages of the event. Rider pleaded guilty to a 
charge under AR137A(5)(a)(ii) in that she used her whip on more than five occasions prior to the 100 
metres and was fined $300.  
 
BUCK'S ROW (T. Pannell) – fractious in the barrier stall after being loaded. Underwent a pre-race 
veterinary examination and was passed fit to start. Rider was examined by the First Care Medical 
personnel and was passed fit to ride. Trainer, Ms K. Byrnes, was advised that a warning had been 
placed on the gelding in relation to its barrier manners.  
 
SHES GOT THE GOODS (S. Fawke) – rolled out at the entrance to the straight.  
 
OLD FARM ROAD (NZ) (K. Bishop) – jumped away awkwardly and shifted out.
